GA TAPP Qualification Criteria

How do I know if I qualify for GA TAPP?

The Candidate must:

· Hold at least a bachelor’s degree form an accredited college/university

· **Provide evidence of appropriate content knowledge for the content you wish to teach through one of the following ways:

· Have a major that matches the content area you wish to teach OR

· Have passing scores on the GACE Content Assessment(s) for the content area(s) you wish to teach OR

· Have a transcript evaluation by CSRA RESA to determine evidence of appropriate content knowledge
· Have a GPA of 2.5 or higher in all college level work (Can be exempted if you have a Master’s Degree, or you are currently enrolled in a Master’s Program with a GPA of 2.5 or higher).

· **Have passing scored on the GACE Basic Skills Assessments, have a Master’s Degree or meet exemption requirements:  (http://www.gapsc.com/documentation/basickskillsinfo.asp)

· Have a clear GCIC (Criminal Background Check)

· Have NOT completed a teacher education program or held any type of teaching certificate in any state
· Have a method of payment for program fees (All fees are the responsibility of the candidate.  Fee structures are subject to change).
** You can enter Phase I TAPP Training prior to passing required GACE assessments, but these must be completed prior to entering Phase II training, which is the school-based internship.
